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The topic of this project - Radiocarbon Dating.

It will be a small research project for 3 printed pages. 

Start from your handout #4 on Chapter 5 (page 3).

Go to the library to make a search for information on carbon dating.

The project will be based at least on 3 sources of information (articles, books, internet sources) that illuminated carbon dating technique or solved any real problem using this technique or other situations in which C14 played a central role.

For Internet sources – you can use any search engine:

and type keywords – you will get a list of many sources of information. 

Try to find among them at least 3 sources with clear explanations of the technique, interesting examples of applications, historical examples, etc.

Please give references to the sources used.

You may find any particular real problem solved using this technique and explain how it was solved. You may give as an example the problem given to you in handout #4 and write solution with detailed explanations.

1. What is the half-life of carbon 14 (exact number)?
